Horse Fall Compulsory Retirement 

Starting before the bell /Retaking an obstacle already jumped/ Error of Course Elimination 

Every commenced second over or under the optimum time 1 penalty 
Exceeding time limit (3 times the time allowed) Elimination 

Speed 350 - 425 metres / minute. No stopwatches allowed.  

    
 
Vaccination checks will take place in the lorry park as a 'spot check' by any of the Northern Equine Event 
Officials.  
  
Number Bibs must be worn. ALL NUMBERS MUST BE RETURNED TO THE SECRETARY OR A £5 FINE WILL 
BE ISSUED. 
  
Face Masks must be worn around the Secretaries Hub, the arena sides, during Course Walks and by the 
catering hut. Social Distancing must be adhered to at all times. Please park at least 5 meters away from 
your neighbour. You will be required to bring your own hand sanitiser and use frequently please. There 



will be hand sanitising stations, but please use your own too. If you are feeling unwell, please do not 
attend on the day. 
  
Please come for your time, compete and leave. I'm sorry this sounds harsh and we wish to return to 
normal ways soon - but sadly not at this event. 
  
Refunds will not be given after the close of entries. Refunds before the close of entries will be refunded 
minus a £5 cost to cover admin. If Northern Equine Events has to cancel the event, competitors will be 
given a refund minus £5. Team Managers may email the teams across to 
northernequineevents@gmail.com,before midnight on the 26th October.
