Class 2 Novice = N 28 (2008) Team & Individual Qualifier 
 
Class 3 Elementary = E 50 (2007) Individual Qualifier Only

Teams shall be made up of 3 or 4 riders, best 3 scores to count. Up to two riders to 
compete in the prelim test and up to two riders in the novice test.
