NSEA affiliated competitors only may warm up &
icompete horses on the show ground. All competitions, parents and representatives from every school must ensure that they act courteously to stewards
and officials at all times. Most of them are volunteers and rudeness is not acceptable. In the event of cancellation, your entry will be refunded less £5 per
class admin fee.
