To be eligible to gain County Qualification the
school must be situated in Wiltshire or Gloucestershire. County finals will be held at Hickstead in May 2025. Other
schools may take part to gain RPL points.

Class 2 Novice 80cm Team & Individual County Qualifier

Wiltshire and Gloucestershire Mini Team & Individual County Finals Qualifier. The highest placed team & individual
from Wiltshire and Gloucestershire will qualify for The County finals. To be eligible to gain County Qualification the
school must be situated in Wiltshire or Gloucestershire. County finals will be held at Hickstead in May 2025. Other
schools may take part to gain RPL points.

Class 3 Intermediate 90cm Team & Individual County Qualifier and Windsor 90cm Team Qualifier 2025 Dual
Qualifier Class

Wiltshire and Gloucestershire Intermediate Team & Individual County Final Qualifier. The highest placed team &
individual from a school in Wiltshire or Gloucestershire will qualify for The County Finals. County finals will be held at
Hickstead in May 2025. This competition is open to schools from all counties whose results will count towards the
Regional Points League. The New Windsor Intermediate Team Challenge SJ Qualifier - The highest placed team will
qualify for the Championship to be held at the Gala Evening at the NSEA Championships 2025 (providing they have
not already qualified). A school may only qualify one team for this competition. For all qualifiers, please see full
eligibility requirements on the NSEA website under rules.
