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ALL CLASSES ARE PRE-ENTRY ONLY

Class 1 — Maximum 40cm. Open to Teams & Individuals

Riders may be led or assisted. Classes are judged on rider position and style only over a simple
course of fences. There is a very generous maximum time only. Any rider who has competed in any
70cm class (or higher) on any pony at any competition (not just NSEA) is not eligible for this class.

Class 2 — Maximum 50cm. Open to Teams & Individuals

Riders may be assisted but not led. Optimum time. The winner will be the horse/rider combination
who have the fewest jumping penalties and are closest to the optimum time. Any rider who has
competed in any 80cm class (or higher) on any pony in any competition (not just NSEA) is not eligible
for this class. Any horse/rider combination who has qualified for any other NSEA Championships
(other than Grass Roots) may not compete in this class.

Class 3 — Maximum 60cm. Open to Teams & Individuals
Single phase. No outside assistance is permitted. Horse/ Rider combinations who have completed 4
or more courses at 80cm at any competition (not just NSEA) may not compete in this class.

Class 4 — Maximum 70cm. Open to Teams & Individuals

Single phase. No outside assistance is permitted. Riders jumping at this height are not eligible for
40cm Grass Roots on any pony. Rider/horse combinations jumping at this height at this competition
are not eligible for 50cm class,

Class 5 - Fences 80/85cm. Open to Teams & Individuals
Single phase. No outside assistance is permitted

Class 6 — Fences 90/95cm. Open to Teams & Individuals
Single phase. No outside assistance is permitted

Class 7 — Fences 1.00/1.05m
Individual Entries Only. Single phase. No outside assistance is permitted

Teams of 3 or 4 with best 3 scores to be used
