This competition is open to schools from all counties and will count for RPL points.

Hickstead Elite Qualifiers

1m teams - top 2 teams qualify for Championships at Hickstead in May 2025
1.10m Individuals - top 2 horses & top 2 ponies qualify for Championships at Hickstead in July 2025

Class 1 Warm Up 60cm (non county Qualifier) also Grass Roots Qualifier (Individual)

Class 2- Mini 70cm Team & Individual County Qualifier

Class 3 - Novice 80cm Team & Individual County Qualifier

Class 4 - Intermediate 90cm Team & Individual County Qualifier

Class 5 - 1m Team & Individual County Qualifier, Team Hickstead Elite Qualifier.
Teams entered will count for both qualifiers

Class 6ab - 1.10m Individual County Qualifier. Hickstead Elite Qualifier. Class split into a) horses
and b) ponies — Individuals entered will count for both qualifiers

All classes are run single phase.
