Horse/rider combinations may compete in two consecutive height qualifying classes on the same pony 
40 &50 or 50 & 60 or 60 & 70cm 
A rider is not eligible for GR if they are jumping 90cm and may only jump 60 and 70 GR classes if horse/rider 
have completed 5 x 80cm classes. 

Class 1 - 50cm Team & Individual Grass Roots Qualifier (may be assisted) Optimum time

Class 2 - 60cm Team & Individual Grass Roots Qualifier (may not be assisted) Single phase
